"Faith is taking the first step even when you don’t

see the whole staircase.”
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"Por el amor de Dios, ¢se pueden callar?" Esta pregunta, sin duda, ha
pasado por los labios de numerosos padres a lo largo de los afios. Re-
sulta tentador especular sobre quién exactamente, le ordenaba a Isaias
que se callara. ;Los vecinos? ;Compaiieros profetas? ;La familia? No
importa. Isaias dice con firmeza que, por el bien de Jerusalén y Sion,
no se callara. A la inversa, en el conocido pasaje de la lectura del
Evangelio de hoy, Maria reprende a su hijo para que rompa su si-
lencio, para salvar la boda que pronto se va a quedar sin vino. Jests
responde con una accion profética, que sefiala la alegria milagrosa y
abundante que fluye en el banquete de bodas celestial. Palabras
proféticas, hechos proféticos: ambos surgen de un silencio roto.

Los corintios parecen haber sido los hijos problematicos de Pablo. Sus
dos cartas a ellos son mucho mas largas que cualquiera de sus otras
cartas - dos, tres o cuatro veces mas largas que algunas. Parece que, si
los primeros cristianos de Corinto podian malinterpretar o hacer algo
mal, lo hacian. Afortunadamente para nosotros, las dos cartas a los
Corintios, aunque contienen mucho material didactico o instructivo,
también proporcionan algunos de los escritos mas bien elaborados y
llenos de gracia de Pablo. Esto es ciertamente cierto hoy en dia, con a
letania de dones que el Espiritu concede a los fieles, incluso hasta el
dia de hoy. Pablo trata de calmar la disputa que parece haber existido,
ya que los corintios trataban de reclamar un don u otro como mas
importante. Todos los dones proceden del mismo Espiritu, les recuer-
da Pablo, y los distintos dones se conceden en beneficio de la comuni-
dad. Cuando los celos surgen en nuestro entorno, podemos recurrir a
las ideas de Pablo para dejar de ser nifios orgullosos y problematicos.

EL NINO DESEADO

En la escena evangélica de Cana, vemos a Maria dirigirse a su propio
hijo, Jests. Tal vez recordaba la fuerza del Espiritu que habia fluido
en su vientre en el momento de su encarnacion, lo que la llevé a dis-
cernir que seguramente ¢l debia tener dones otorgados por el Espiritu
que podrian ayudar en la inminente crisis de la boda. Al igual que en
la Anunciacion, es posible que al principio no estuviera completamen-
te segura de como se produciria esto, pero en Cana se dirigio a Jesus
con fe. Con fe, sus palabras, "hagan lo que ¢l les diga", se hicieron eco
de su respuesta a Gabriel: "Hagase en mi lo que tt digas". En la fe,
ella sabe que cualquier palabra que la Palabra diga esta destinada a
traer otra irrupcion del Espiritu, otra manifestacion del reino de Dios.
Y tiene razon. Su maravilloso hijo, segiin nos cuenta el evangelista
Juan, realizo alli su primer prodigio y sefial6 la presencia de lo
divino en lo cotidiano.

"For Pete's sake will you kids be quiet?" This question, no doubt,
has passed the lips of numerous parents through the years. It's

tempting to speculate as to who, exactly, was instructing Isaiah to
be quiet. Neighbors? Fellow prophets? Family? No matter. Isaiah
says firmly that for the sake of Jerusalem and Zion he will not be
silent. Conversely, in the familiar passage in today's Gospel read-

-l ing, Mary chides her son to break his silence, to save the wedding

soon to run out of wine. Jesus responds with a prophetic action,
one that signals the miraculous, bountiful joy flowing at the heav-
enly wedding feast. Prophetic words, prophetic deeds--both flow
from a broken silence.

The Corinthians seem to have been Paul's problem children. His
two letters to them are much longer than any of his other letters--
two, three, or four times as long as some. It seems that if the early
Christians at Corinth could misunderstand or do something wrong,
they would. Fortunately for us, the two letters to the Corinthians,
though they contain much didactic or instructional material, also
provide some of Paul's most well-crafted and grace-filled writing.
This is certainly true today, with Paul's litany of gifts that the Spir-
it bestows on the faithful, even to this day. Paul seeks to calm the
squabbling that seems to have been going on, as the Corinthians
tried to claim one gift or another as more important. All gifts come
from the same Spirit, Paul reminds them; and the various gifts are
given for the benefit of the community. When jealousy arises in
our midst today, we can still turn to Paul's insights so we might
stop being prideful, problem children.

WONDROUS CHILD

In the Gospel scene at Cana, we see Mary turning to her own
child, Jesus. Perhaps she recalled the power of the Spirit that had
flowed in her womb at his Incarnation, leading her to discern that
surely he must have Spirit-given gifts that could help with the im-
pending crisis at the wedding. As at her Annunciation, she may
not have been completely certain, at first, exactly how this would
come about, but in faith at Cana she turned to Jesus. In faith, her
words, "do whatever he tells you," echoed her reply to Gabriel:
"Let it be done to me as you say." In faith, she knows whatever
words the Word will speak are bound to bring another inbreaking
of the Spirit, another manifestation of God's reign. And she is
right. Her wondrous child, John the Evangelist tells us, performed
his first wonder there, and signaled the presence of the divine in
the everyday.
